4. Notes

4.1 Care must be taken not to damage and nick the wire strands, when to strip the wire insulation. Stripped

conductor strands must appear neat and straight without scratches.
4.2 Avoid foreign particles and greasy and oily matters from entering inside the wire barrel.

4.3 All the strands must be caught inside the wire barrel, and barrel seam must close neatly where any of

miscaught strands must not protrude outside.
4.4 Any part of the insulation must not caught in the wire barrel.

4.5 After crimping, insulation must be held firmly inside the insulation crimping barrel.
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
