1. Slide ferrule on cable, then strip cable. DO NOT

COMB BRAID. Crimp center contact.See tool in-
structions referenced in table.)

. Insert contact into connector with braid over sup-
port sleeve. Pull back lightly on wire to ensure con-
tact is retained by an internal locking force
sstablished between connector dielectric and
center contact.

NQTE: The design of parts for smaller cables (RG
§5, 58, 141 and 142) allows the center contact to
pass beyond the internal locking featurs if it is in-
serted with too much force. Pull beck on the wire
to properly locate and retain the contact in the
locking feature if this condition has occured.
