1. INTRODUCTION 
The Squib AK-2 Connector (Figure 1) mates to 

the female socket provided on the safety system 

interface. The connectors are shipped fully 

assembled as part of wiring assemblies.

3. CONNECTOR ASSEMBLY 
3.1 Connector Mating Instructions 
 1. Before insertion, align the connector with the contact pins and the bottom face keyway. If the 

 connector is installed 180 degrees out of position it will not completely lock and it can be extracted 

 and re-installed correctly. See Figure2.

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 2. Insert the connector straight along the mating axis until it is completely locked. See Figure 3.

 3. Connection Flow 

 Step 1: Connector aligned with SCR (initiator pocket) interface 

 Step 2: Squib housing latch in end position and CPA locking hinge gets in contact with the cover 

 Step 3: CPA in end position and Shorting bar is disconnected

3.3 Available Wire Size 
 The connector system can be used with 0.5sq (20AWG) wire with a maximum insulation overall 

 outside diameter of 1.7mm.

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4. UN-MATING OF CONNECTOR 
4.1 Remove the CPA 
 CPA pulls up to pre-lock with screwdriver or fingernails on both sides. See Figure 8. 

Do not pull up over the CPA pre-lock position.

4.2 Remove the connector from initiator pocket interface 
 Pull up straight with handling housing in CPA pre-lock position. See Figure 9
