6. LATCHING

The Latching Shield and Pin Hood are keyed to fit together
only one way. ‘The Key in the Pin [Tood must fit the Key-
hole in the Latehing Shield. To mate the connector:
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L. Raise the Latching Shield Handle.

2. Align the Groovesin the Handle with the Pin Hooed
Rivets. Figure 4.

3. with the Rivets in the-Grooves, push the Latching
Shield into the Pin Hood.

4. FPull the Haundle back as far as it will go. The
Connector is ntow mated and locked in place.
