This instruction sheet covers Clip Housing assembly and disassembly (disengage and Remove the Clip)
procedures for the connector Clip.

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3. Customer Receiving Inspection
We conduct inspections according to our quality control regulations to maintain an over all lot control. In
addition, the customers should conduct receiving inspections based on the specific customer drawings.

4. Storage and Carrying
3.1 Housing
(1) Avoid leaving or carrying the housing in an open area without wrapping it in proper material.

(2) Do not drop or shock the housing when carrying it.

5. ASSEMBLY
5.1 Clip installation (Optional)
(1) Align the Clip housing with mating face of the cap housing so that the latch faces the end of the
mounting feature of the cap housing as shown in figure 2.
(2) Slide the clip onto the mounting feature until it stops.
*. To apply the clip, consider the environment to be seated cap assembly with clip. Do not consider that,
it will be separate and it will become the cause of breakage and deterioration of performance.

6. DISASSEMBLY
6.1 Clip Removal
(1) Slide the tip of the proper tool into the latch of clip so that it is under the latch of clip as shown in
figure 3.
(2) Rotate the tool to lift the latch of clip away from the mounting feature.
(3) Extract the fully seated clip from the mounting feature while holding the tool, and then pull the clip

out.
