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U I 1. INTRODUCTION

AMP Extractin Tool P/N 723735-1 has been designed to
remove Multi-interlock Connector contacts from housings
as shown in Fig.1 above.

READ THIS INSTRUCTION CAREFULLY BEFORE
STARTING EXTRACTION OF CONTACTS.

2. DESCRIPTION

This tool consists of a contact locking lance release tip and
a tool body, in which lance release tip slides when handle
is driven by hand.

3. CONTACT EXTRACTION

Refer to Fig.1 and proceed as follows:

a) Determine which contact you are to remove.

b) Look straight into FRONT (mating side) of housing,
and assure location of extraction slot. (Fig.1)

¢) Apply guide tab on the front end of tool to the lower
edge of cavity entry. This keeps tool in correct
alignment with housing cavity. See enlarged view in
Fig. 1
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d) Push handle straight to insert tip into housing
cavity as far as it goes, until it bottoms on housing.

e) Maintaining inward pressure on handle of locking
lance release tip by hand together with housing,
pull back contact by its crimped wire from REAR
(contact entry side) of housing.

4. REWORKING LOWERED LANCE BEFORE
REUSING :
Once a contact is removed from housing, locking lance
tends to be lowerd more or less by the pressure of tool
tip at removal. When to reuse contact, check it
. carefully and if necessary, raise up the lowered locking
lance by using small screw driver properly.

5. MAINTENANCE OF TOOL
The tool should be inspected immediately upon arrival
at your facility to be sure it has not been damaged in
transit, and regularly scheduled intervals to be sure it
remains functional. Never attempt to use this tool for
the purpose other than extraction of contacts.
