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INTRODUCTION :

, AMP Extraction Toel, P/N 913923-1 has heen designed to exiract AMP Universal
Power Contact from housing. This tools can be commonly used to extract either
either receptacle contgqect or tab contact with reversible face application.

EXTRACTION OF CONTACTS:

(1) TInsert tip end of the tool into the slit between the upper wall of housing
and crimped wire, positively. (See Fig. 2.)

(2) The tool steps as it completes release opening of locking lance of housing,
as it reaches the bottom in housing. (See Fig. 3.)

(3) With the extraction inserted in position, hold the crimped wire, and pull
them back together from housing, so that the contact can be extracted from
housing with ease. (The extracted contact can be reused for insertion. )

{4} When the contact is stack in housing, and it is not easy to extract it

from housing, repeat the procedure from Step (1) to Step (3) carefully,
to extract the contact gently.

Note: Before to insert into contact after it is extracted once, visually ex-
amine the contact for normality of contact.
Inspect the extraction tool periodically, and confirm that the tip end
of the contact has no damage and abnormalities.
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
