6. Harness

Handling of the harness will be the same with that
of common connectors. Care should be taken not
to jerk the wire during handling.

When fixing the wires, the wires should be given
some play and no tention. The wire taping should
be made at a position approx. 30mm or more away
from the connector end as illustrated in Fig.14. Fix
the wires with a tape without putting any tention to
any of the bundled wires. Particularly both ends of
the bundled wires must be given same slack.

And bend the wires with same play as illustrated in
Fig.15.
