The connectors of this product line have been provided with moving plate assembled
initially when supplied. For removal of contact from housing, first pull-off the
moving plate from the housing. For removal of moving plate, use watchmaker's screw
driver of 1.2mm in width to insert in skew direction, and dig up with it until the
moving plate becomes loosed off.
